

Town of Felton 
Town Council Meeting
July 11, 2011
7:00pm

Vice-Mayor Joanne Clendaniel called the Town Council of Felton Meeting to order at 7:00pm on Monday, July 11, 2011.  Present at the meeting were:

Council Members:  Vice-Mayor Joanne Clendaniel, Joseph Yapsuga, Kevin Fletcher and Anthony Carroll.

Staff:  Town Manager, Rebecca Greene; Chief of Police, Levi D. Brown; Town Clerk, Sarah Ferguson. 

Public:   Patty Smith and Barbara Fajnor – Residents

Citizen Concerns: 
Ms Smith asked why the Utility & Property Tax bills were sent in separate envelopes and noted that it would be cheaper to send them in one envelope. Rebecca responded that the majority of tax bills are sent to mortgage companies so not many Property Tax bills are sent to owners plus the Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) must be sent out with the Utility bills so there is not enough room for the additional tax bills.

Mrs Fajnor asked if the half built house is owned by someone and Rebecca replied that it is owned by the contractor. 

Mrs Fajnor asked if there was any news about the Dollar General being built and Rebecca answered that she had not heard anything for a few months. She stated that their engineer had come into the office, left his card and said that he would call to set up an appointment but that she had not heard from him. She added that she had noticed that the “For Sale” sign was put back up on the property.

Councilman Carroll said that he could not get the oil up that they had talked about last month.

Police Report:
Chief Brown presented the Police Report for June 2011 (see attached). He stated that the tickets for June 2011 were:




Rebecca updated Council on the complaints made by Mr Ivy at last month’s Council Meeting. She stated that Chief Brown had reviewed each complaint and did not find any evidence of wrongdoing on the part of Officer Swan. Rebecca said that she viewed the video of Mr Ivy at the door and that Officer Swan remained calm but the witness said that Mr Ivy was aggressive. 

Councilman Fletcher asked what Mr Ivy’s brother said and Chief Brown responded that Mr Ivy’s brother said basically the same thing as Officer Swan that he had spoken to Officer Swan and that Officer Swan told him that his brother (Mr Ivy) would be arrested for disorderly conduct so he told his brother to leave the property. 

Chief Brown also stated that during a DUI arrest a man kicked the rear window out of Officer Swan’s vehicle. It will not be covered under our insurance but we will recoup the money under restitution.     
Chief Brown stated that Officer Guild will be away for ten days.

Ms Smith asked if a new officer has been hired and Chief responded that someone has been selected but that they will have to go through the academy. He added that they are working on the background check, pych evaluation and drug testing.  Councilman Yapsuga asked if the new officer could be used in an emergency before he completed the academy and Chief said that he can not be used at all. 

Chief Brown stated that he will be using the upcoming SLEAF grant for audio, visual and monitors to update the current security system. 

Motion:  Councilman Carroll made a motion to accept the Police Report. Councilman Fletcher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Budget Report:
Rebecca presented the June Budget Report and the final Budget Report for FY2010. Rebecca stated that the report showed the Town coming out ahead $60,135.76 for the year but that in reality it should be approximately $120,000 since roadwork was done this fiscal year but have not received the reimbursement check from the State.

Rebecca stated that the Town received one Community Impact Fee so a check for $900 was sent to the Felton Community Fire Company and $300 will be added to the Community Impact CD when it is renewed. Rebecca continued by saying that $21,000 was paid toward the principal on the Water Loan.

Councilman Fletcher asked if Joseph Schlimer’s pension ended when he left the department and Rebecca answered that it has as well as Michelle Schlimer. 

Councilman Fletcher asked why the cost of phones went up and Rebecca responded that the cost for Police air cards (used to access Delgis in vehicles) are no longer covered under a state grant.    

Councilman Fletcher noted that the interest was very low and Rebecca responded that all interest has been low and is lower in the new budget.

Rebecca told Council that if they would like their Council pay direct deposited they should give her their account information and warned that if they did this she would have to take payroll taxes out. 

Motion:  Councilman Carroll made a motion to accept the Budget Report. Councilman Fletcher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Minutes:
Vice-Mayor Clendaniel presented the June 13, 2011 Town Council Meeting Minutes and the July 5, 2011 Planning & Zoning Meeting Minutes. Councilman Fletcher responded that he had read the minutes and he had no corrections.

Councilman Fletcher asked if there was any response from the fence donation and Rebecca responded that there was none.

Councilman Yapsuga asked about the bushes at Building Blocks Daycare and Rebecca answered that she had spoken to Mr Blades and he is going to bring in a description of the type of bushes they will be planting. 

Motion:  Councilwoman Clendaniel made a motion to accept the June 13, 2011 Town Council Meeting Minutes. Councilman Fletcher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Rebecca stated that the Planning & Zoning Meeting was in regards to 26 Fan Branch which has been purchased and will be built by Beracah Homes.

Motion:  Councilman Yapsuga made a motion to accept the July 5, 2011 Planning & Zoning Meeting Minutes. Councilman Carroll seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Appointment to Board of Adjustment:
Rebecca informed Council that Mr Henry Twardus had put in a request to be appointed to the Board of Adjustment. 

Motion:  Councilman Carroll made a motion to appoint Henry Twardus to the Board of Adjustment. Councilman Yapsuga seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Councilwoman Clendaniel made a motion to adjourn Council Meeting. Councilman Carroll seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
